Students who are injured should be sent to the office where a school nurse or
secretary can administer first aid. Don’t fall into the “band-aid” or “ice” trap, where
students are continually asking to go to the office for ice or band-aids for fake
injuries. In the event of a severe injury, do not move the student. Remain with the
student, send another student or teacher for help, and try to keep the other
children calm.

You should never give medication to a student, not even aspirin. If a student
requires medication, it should be administered through the school nurse, secretary,
or other designated medical personnel.

In addition to regular classroom management, there are several special situations
that you need to be aware of and prepared for.These situations include emergency
and evacuation procedures, assemblies, playground and lunch duty, field trips,
inclement weather days, and escorting students to the bus. Keep in mind that you
are the teacher, and as such, assume full responsibility for all of the students in your
care.The following information is a brief overview of out-of-classroom procedures.

Beware of punishing
the whole class for the misdeeds of a few.This can create a hostile environment
with the students acting out against each other as well as you.

Field trips are often used to introduce or conclude a specific topic of study. Keep
the following pointers in mind when the class you are substituting for is scheduled
for a field trip:

• Students should be assigned a travel partner and chaperones should be given a
specific group of students with a list of their names.
