1. 	Divide the class into small groups.
2. 	Explain that in this activity you (the teacher) will read some infor-

mation about a famous stage musical. As a group, they will 
have two minutes to determine and write down the name of 
the musical you have described. At the end of the two minute 
discussion time, each group holds up a piece of paper with the 
name of a musical on it. If the name is correct, the group gets 
two points; if it is close, but not quite right, one point may be 
awarded.

3. 	Play continues until all of the musicals have been described.
4. 	Additional information about the musical such as the story line, 

may be provided by the teacher, to help students identify it, as is 
appropriate.

5. 	The group with the most points at the end wins.

This musical was first performed in London, 1978. The music was written by Andrew Lloyd-
Webber, with lyrics by Tim Rice. Best-known songs include Don’t Cry For Me Argentina and 
Goodnight and Thank You. What is the title of this musical production? (Evita)

This musical was first performed in New York, 1971. The music was written by Jim Jacobs, 
with lyrics by Warren Casey. Best-known songs include Summer Nights, Greased Lightning, 
and Beauty School Drop-Out.

This musical was first performed in New York, 1950. The music and lyrics were both written by 
Frank Loesser.

Loewe with lyrics by Alan Jay Lerner. Best-known songs include The Rain in Spain, On The 
Street Where You Live, and I Could Have Danced All Night.

This musical was first performed in New York, 1959. The music was written by Richard Rodgers 
with lyrics by Oscar Hammerstein.
